WIA ALLOCATIONS

I.
Signature Sheets

LWIBs must submit two original WIA Signature Sheets for your initial PY 2005 formula allocation (attached). Your PY 2005 funds will be assigned a separate grant number in your WIA grant agreement.

II. Formula Allocations

Only 25% of the PY 2005 youth allocations are available with an effective date of April 1, 2005.   If you would like to request 25% of your youth funds with an effective date of April 1, 2005, please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than April 29, 2005. 

Your initial PY 2005 Adult and Dislocated Worker formula allocations are available effective July 1, 2005 provided that the Department of Labor approves our State Plan, and that DLLR approves your local plan.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with your final plan no later than June 1, 2005.   The remaining Adult and Dislocated Worker formula allocations will be available on October 1, 2005 and will be modified into your grant at that time.  Requests for these funds must be received no later than September 30, 2005.

III. Statewide Funds

LWIBs meeting the requirements for the supplemental Youth subsidy will receive additional PY 2005 statewide funds.  Procedures for requesting these funds are the same as in PY 2004.

The State is allocating supplemental statewide funds to assist local areas in recovering one-half of their PY 2005 reduction in formula funds.  The State is requiring the expenditure of 50% of these funds on Occupational Skills Training, and not intensive services.  These grants are comprised of 10% administration and 90% program funds, and are subject to the same obligation and expenditure policies as the formula grants.  A separate grant is required for these funds.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative by no later than June 1, 2005 to obtain these funds.
