In accordance with the




Act, Health and Human Services/Office of the Secretary has released the 




revised 2002 figures for poverty levels and the Department of Labor has 




released the revised 2002 LLSIL.

BE TAKEN:
All Maryland WIA grant recipients should use one of the attached charts, either the 2002 Poverty Income Guidelines or the 2002 70% LLSIL (whichever is higher), to determine if applicants are low income for those programs that require it. All intake personnel are to be advised of the changes and refer to the revised guidelines.
