BACKGROUND


INFORMATION:
For Program Year 2000 each Local Workforce Investment Board  (LWIB) submitted their WIA local comprehensive Workforce Investment Act Five-Year Plan, which included administrative and program procedures.  For subsequent program years the LWIBs are required to submit a modification to their Five-Year Plan consisting of two Signature Sheets and a program narrative.


Also in an attempt to reduce the impact of the reduction in Program Year 2004 WIA funding, the State is providing supplemental statewide funds to local areas. Fifty percent of these funds must be used for Occupational Skills Training, and not intensive services (ie Excel, Word, etc).

BE TAKEN:
LWIBs should follow the attached guidelines and procedures for modifying their local plans, and should incorporate the attached funding amounts in their grant requests. The modification for Program Year 2004 and the requests for supplemental statewide funding should be submitted to our office no later than May 15, 2004.  Please note that the allocated funding between July 1, 2004 and October 1, 2004 has been revised.

 WIA PY 2004 Planning Guidelines

I. Signature Sheets

LWIBs must submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for your initial PY 2004 formula allocation. (attached)  No concurrence sheets are needed.   Your PY 2004 funds will be assigned a separate grant number in your WIA grant agreement.   

II. General Program Narrative

Your program narrative should indicate any changes to your grant. If there are no changes, please state this in the narrative.  Please review your program activities and administrative procedures to ensure that you are operating all programs in accordance with federal and state rules and regulations.  Particular attention should be paid to your MOUs, fiscal and program operations in order to avoid any monitoring or audit problems.  Where applicable, submit any revised sections of your grant along with the Signature Sheets and program narrative.

III. Formula Allocations

Your PY 2004 Youth allocations are available immediately with an effective date of April 1, 2004.  If you would like to request your Youth funds immediately, please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than April 30, 2004.              

Your initial PY 2004 Adult and Dislocated formula allocations are available effective July 1, 2004.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative for these funds no later than May 15, 2004.  The remaining Adult and Dislocated formula allocations will be available on October 1, 2004 and will be modified into your grant at that time.  Requests for these funds must be received no later than September 15, 2004.

IV. Statewide Funds

LWIBs meeting the requirements for the supplemental Youth subsidy will receive additional PY 2004 statewide funds. Procedures for requesting these funds are the same as in PY 2003.

 The State is allocating supplemental statewide funds to assist local areas in recovering one-half of their PY 2004 reduction in formula funds. The State is requiring the expenditure of 50% of these funds on Occupational Skills Training, and not intensive services.  These grants are comprised of 10% administration and 90% program funds, and are subject to the same obligation and expenditure policies as the formula grants.  Please submit two original WIA Signature Sheets along with a program narrative by to obtain these funds. 
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
