It was noted that the preliminary sunset report has not yet been received.  Jennifer Botts, Sunset Analyst started the sunset review earlier this year but has not yet submitted her report.  Ms. Trust explained that his report is preliminary only and will recommend one of three things:
1.  Abolish Board; or

2.  Waive from full evaluation and extend Board for another 10 years: or 

3.  Perform a full evaluation


Ms. Edwards stated that as soon as the report is received she will forward it to Board members.
CORRESPONDENCE

The Board received a letter from Jeffrey F. Kenney, Executive Director, NCIDQ; regarding the Broadly Experienced Interior Designer program, or "BEID". This will afford more people the opportunity to take the test and get certified who cannot meet the educational requirements.  It was noted that the other design boards allow individuals who do not have degrees to take the licensing exams.

It was stated that H. Christine Pirrung and Barbara Portnoy were appointed for another three year term.
