The Board Denied the following courses:  Client Magnetism and Difficult Conversations:  Transforming Conflict into Relationship, etc. -- too closely related to marketing information.


Ms. Carolyn Simms Pearce, submitted to the board courses that she had taught in college and she wanted to use these courses for cpc credit to renew her license.  The Board decided to give her .1 CEU for Materials & Method in Interior Design only.  

The Board agreed that most of the courses were not qualified.  Ms. Trust said the regulations require that services as a teacher, lecturer, or instruction in interior design and related subjects be considered by the Board on a case-by-case basis. Credit may not be given for repetitious presentations or those that cover, in the Boards opinion, substantially the same material, and not more than 1 CEU may be earned, with no carryover provisions for excess hours.  Ms. Trust will draft a letter to Ms. Pearce explaining why she did not receive credit for all courses.
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Motion (II) was made by Ms. Zopf, seconded by Ms. Dubick, and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the CEU courses.


It was noted by the Board that the NEOCON courses from the Conference in October will be acceptable for approval except for 4 courses:  W-28, W-35, T-40, T-45, mainly because they are marketing courses.
