PROPOSED REGULATION
Mr. Smitson updated the Board on the status of the Board’s proposed regulation regarding continuing education.  Mr. Vorgetts will assist with preparing the proposed regulation and sending it to the Office of the Secretary for review.  
OLD BUSINESS

Continuing Education:

Mr. Oles provided a list of continuing education providers for several of Maryland’s counties and the States of Virginia and Delaware for review.  The Board discussed education providers, online classes, classroom teaching, curriculum, courses, and community colleges.  The Board will determine which providers meet the education curriculum requirements.  The Board will consider qualifying the same providers as the Counties.  
NEW BUSINESS:
Board Vacancies:
Mr. Loleas addressed the members on the update of vacancies on the Board and stated that he has spoken to the Office of the Secretary regarding speeding the process of appointing Board members to the Board as this is a nine member Board

Sparrows Point:

Mr. Leleas stated that he, Michael Vorgetts and Steven Smitson visited the former Bethlehem Steel/R.G. Steel facility at Sparrows Point to discuss licensing options and requirements for workers.  Some individuals who worked at the plant have experience in electrical, plumbing and stationary boiler equipment.  The purpose of the meeting was to explain the various boards’ licensing requirements and to establish a process for providing information to any employee who may be interested in applying for a license.  Mr. Loleas stated that this department would prioritize reviewing applications from employees at the R.G. Steel plant.

The Board received 1 reinstatement request from an individual whose license has expired.
