The minutes of the Business Meeting and the minutes of the Executive Session held August 23, 2011 were reviewed.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Mancini and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the Business Meeting without corrections.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Oles, seconded by Mr. Welborne and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as written.   

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

CONTINUING EDUCATION
Counsel reviewed with the Board the draft language for regulations regarding continuing education pursuant to Sections 6-205 (2) and 6-310 of the Business Occupations and Professions Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland.  The Board discussed the NEC and electrically related courses and determined that the Board would review courses for approval for continuing education eligibility. Following discussion regarding subjects and curriculum that would be approved; the number of class hours that would be required; and online course providers, Ms. Kinstler agreed to update the draft language and provide copies to the members for their review.  
The Board also discussed enforcement of the continuing education requirement, including that the hours would need to be earned prior to renewal of the license.
