CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Norris, Chairman called the regularly scheduled Stationary Engineer’s business meeting to order at 10:15 a.m.

Mr. Norris introduced Mr. Keith Smith, Deputy Boiler Inspector, proxy member to the Board to participate in the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Motion (I) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr. McLeod and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the July 20, 2010 meeting without corrections.  Motion (II) was made by Mr. Restivo, seconded by Mr. McLeod and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the minutes of the Executive Session as written.
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COMPLAINTS:

None

OLD BUSINESS:  

Mr. Norris and Mr. Restivo attended a meeting with members of 2 Community Colleges to discuss curriculums for continuing education, examination information and materials used for applicants taking the examination.

Mr. McLeod suggested that the community colleges meet with this Board to discuss a course curriculum. Mr. Smitson Assistant Commissioner asked the Board for any suggestions on the matter and he will present the items to Mr. Loleas, Deputy Commissioner.

Mr. Norris suggested making changes to the application for clarity on the requirements for applicants taking the 5 grades of Stationary Engineer’s examination.

Mr. Norris agreed that the Schools and the Board should discuss which reference books are used to communicate the correct information to students.

MEETING WITH OTHER BOARDS:

Mr. Smitson will schedule a meeting for Mr. Restivo to meet with other occupational Boards to discuss the requirements of their licenses. 
NEW BUSINESS:  New Boiler Law

Mr. Keith Smith discussed with members the new law to enhance the safety of boiler and pressure vessels operating in Maryland.  Effective October 1, 2010, the State inspectors are no longer available to perform periodic safety inspections on boiler or pressure vessels.  The owner of the boiler or pressure vessels must hire an Authorized Inspection Agency to perform the required periodic safety inspection.  It is the owner’s responsibility to ensure that the required inspections are performed and a valid certificate of inspection issued by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry.  Authorized Inspection Agencies and special inspectors employed by these agencies must be authorized by the Commissioner of Labor and Industry before they can perform Inspections in Maryland.
The members requested that should there be a boiler accident resulting in a casualty, the Chief Boiler Inspector and the Board is notified.  The Board recommended that the inspection form include the safety inspection and the licensee on duty.

Enforcement of Law:
The members inquired about obtaining a copy of the Inspection form after the Boiler has been inspected to document what is found during the inspection.  Mr. Botts, Commissioner, stated he would communicate with the Department of Labor and Industry and seek advice of Counsel if there could be a regulation change and possibly state the Boiler requirements on the DLLR and Labor Industry website.

BOILER AND PRESSURE VESSEL STAKEHOLDERS MEETING INFORMATION:
The members reviewed the DLLR’s Division of Labor and Industry, Boiler and Pressure Vessel Stakeholders Meeting Information.  Mr. Norris and Mr. Donald Maloney stated that they will register to attend the meeting.
The members are in favor of informing the Boiler owners of the Stationary Engineers requirements laws at the time of inspections and possibility attach the requirements to the certification inspection.
STATISTICS:
Mr. Smitson reviewed with Board statistics for submitted by PSI. Below is the examination statistics for the month of July 2010.

BRAC:

Counsel Kinstler discussed with the Board the agreement with the BRAC, Base Realignment and Closure process regarding the reciprocation for spouses and family members of military personnel holding a license in New Jersey or Virginia.

Section 6.5-307 of the Maryland Stationary Engineer’s Act provides a waiver of BRAC applicants who file a request prior to July 2012 if the applicant meets the requirements to set forth in the Statutes.  

Counsel also advised the members to follow up on a possible regulation for applicants failing the Stationary Engineer’s examination 2 or more times.  Items discussed were meeting with Board  after failing the examination 2 times and a possible waiting period for applicants failing the examination for the 3rd time.

Mr. Botts, Commissioner, thanked Mr. Smith for attending the meeting on behalf of Mr. Kraft, Chief Boiler Inspector. 
CHAIRMAN’S  REPORT: 
Mr. Norris thanked the members for attending the meeting.
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APPLICATIONS SUBMITTED BY PSI:

The Board approved 6 applications to take the Stationary Engineer’s examination.

The Board placed in pending 2 applications to take the Stationary Engineer’s license examination, as additional information is required.  

ADJOURNMENT:

Motion (III) was made by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Restivo to adjourn the meeting at 11:30 a.m.
