COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
Staff submitted an oral report for the period of December 10, 2009 through January 13, 2010.  A complete printed report and the total number of complaints was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Complaint Committee reports that there are a total of 86 open complaints, 35 received complaints under intake review, 29 complaints in pre-charge review, 2 complaints in OAH, 9 complaints for panel review, 3 complaints with criminal charges, 1 complaints inactive for civil court, 1 for reinvestigation, 1 for technical review, 4 complaints under investigation and 1 recommended closed.  These are the total complaints reviewed this reporting period, December 9, 2009 through January 13, 2010.
MOTION II was made by Mr. Craig, seconded by Mr. Gawne unanimously carried to approve the complaint committee report without correction.
APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Timothy Craig, Application Review Committee member, submitted an oral report of reviewed applications during the December 9, 2009 meeting.  A complete printed report and the total number of applications was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there are a total of 14 applications received for review, 5 original apprentice applications, 1 renewal journey application and 8 original apprentice applications referred for additional information these are the total applications reviewed.

Mr. Smitson has contacted PSI and has a tentative date in March 2010 to meet for the purpose of reviewing the HVACR exam specifically the journey restricted examination for ventilation regarding the fail rate and electrical questions that appear on the duct exam.  During that meeting the Board will also review the bulletin that outlines the content of each examination.
NEW BUSINESS
Examination Challenge
Candidate for master restricted, hydronic heat exam asked that the Board review questions he believed were marked incorrectly and believes that he provided the correct answer.  The Board’s review of the challenge questions revealed that the answer given to one of the questions is the correct answer and asked that staff inform the exam vendor, PSI, make the necessary correction and download the electronic passing score.
CORRESPONDENCE  
Kevin Brown, Chief Building Official, for the Town of Ocean City, forwarded an email dated December 28, 2009, to the Board requesting that one of the Board members attend a seminar to be scheduled tentatively the third week in January 2010.  The Town of Ocean City is hoping to adopt the 2006 International Mechanical Code and the Fuel Gas Code.  The Board determined that since there was not a follow-up notice with an exact date for the seminar, it was too short of a notice and would consider attendance at the next seminar with adequate advance notice.
