ELECTION OF OFFICERS

In accordance with the Board’s yearly election of officers, Mr. Harclerode called for nominations.


Motion (II) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried that Howard C. Harclerode continue as Chairman of the Board, and Steven A. Arndt, continue as Vice Chairman of the Board.


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Harclerode, seconded by Dr. Arndt, and unanimously carried that Pastor Farinas continue as Secretary of the Board.

EXECUTIVE SESSION 

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Yee, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 9:55 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:10 a.m.
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

Mr. Farinas reported on the status of complaints and license reinstatement issues discussed by the Complaint Committee at its meeting on July 8, 2010.

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The Complaint Committee reviewed seven applications for reinstatement of license and recommends the following:  reinstatement with a warning letter for four applicants, and requesting additional information from three applicants.
Motion (V) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.


Dr. Arndt commended the Complaint Committee for the fine job it is doing in resolving complaints.

NEW BUSINESS

· Mr. Harclerode welcomed to the meeting Mr. David Thaler, P.E., L.S., esteemed past President of the Maryland Society for Professional Engineers (MSPE), and Ms. Amanda Mock, Senior Policy Analyst with the Department of Legislative Services, who is currently involved with the Sunset Review of the Board.

· Mr. Loleas said that Ms. Shannon Davis has accepted a position with the Secretary’s office.  Ms. Davis will complete the current edition of the By Design Newsletter.  Mr. Loleas said that he will submit a freeze exemption request to fill the Outreach Coordinator position.  The Board complimented Ms. Davis for the fine work that she did for the Board as Outreach Coordinator and wishes her well in her new position.

· Mr. Thaler said that Mr. Robert Mead, has resigned his position as Executive Director, of the Maryland Society of Professional Engineers (MSPE), after many years of distinguished service.   Mr. Thaler further said that an MSPE dinner will be held in October at which time Mr. Eugene Harvey, former distinguished P.E. Board Member and Chairman of the Board, will be inducted as a Fellow in the College of Fellows of the MSPE.  Newly licensed engineers will also be presented with their certificates at the dinner.

· Mr. Harclerode reported that Dr. Arndt is a new Ph.D.  The Board congratulated Dr. Arndt on this accomplishment.

OLD BUSINESS

· The Board discussed the requirement for a Certificate of Authorization and firm licensure at length.  Mr. Harclerode said the Joint Chairs are discussing this issue with their respective Boards with the idea of creating a bill that will be uniform for all of the Design Boards for the 2012 Legislative Session.  
Ms. Trust said that for this to occur, the issues must be worked out by June 2011.  There are three major criteria to consider:  1) whether to impose ownership requirements;  2) the
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need for a full-time employee in responsible charge of engineering, and whether one should be in each branch office; and 3) what type of enforcement should be in place for those who do not comply.  Ms. Trust said that the requirement for a full-time employee in charge of engineering services is important.    

The Board discussed the pros and cons of firm licensure.  Mr. Harclerode said that the Board needs to have better enforcement capability than it presently has and firm licensure is one of the mechanisms to accomplish this.  Ms. Perrin said she was concerned about the requirement for firm licensure because of its impact on large firms and said that the Board should be careful that it does not limit commerce in the state.  She suggested that the Board look for another solution other than firm licensure.  Ms. Trust said that the Board has no enforcement capability unless the statutes give it the authority to regulate the entity. Mr. Harclerode said that the “authority” needs to come from the State Legislature.

After a lengthy discussion, the consensus was there are three main issues:  enforcement of unlicensed practice; people representing themselves as engineers; and firms being able to 

provide engineering services.  The Board agreed to look at all options, including  

revising the enforcement options in the statute.  Dr. Arndt suggested developing some language to revise the statute to enhance enforcement of misrepresentation to the public.    
Motion (VI) was made by Dr. Arndt seconded by Ms. Yee, and unanimously carried that 

the Board provide the Joint Chairs with its general opinion that the issues that need to be resolved are:  unlicensed practice and services by the firms; consumer protection and misrepresentation to the public; and enhanced enforcement, concerning the requirements for a Certificate of Authority and firm licensure.

· The Board discussed the possibility of requiring “Report of Professional Experience” forms (RPE’s) for reciprocal licensure.  Dr. Arndt said that the “Record of Work Experience”  form (Form 5), which is now used, does not require enough detail for the Board to adequately determine how much of the applicant’s work experience was in “responsible charge.”  He said that using the RPE forms would raise the Board’s confidence that applicants for reciprocal license meet the Board’s requirements.  Mr. Harclerode said that at a minimum, an RPE form should be required for Category (d) applicants.
Ms. Perrin said that it may be onerous for applicants, especially those who have been licensed for a long time in other states to comply with the requirements of the RPE form, one of which is to have one’s work experience endorsed by a licensed P.E.  Mr. Mongan suggested finding out what our neighboring states require.  

Motion (VII) was made by Dr. Arndt, seconded by Ms. Yee, and carried by the majority 

of the Board Members, with two opposed, that as a matter of procedure, the Board require Report of Professional Experience forms (RPE’s) to be completed for reciprocal licensure in the same manner as required for exam applications.       
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Ms. Edwards said that due to the changes required to the on-line applications to accommodate this requirement, it may take up to two months to revise the application form.

Motion (VIII) was made by Ms. Perrin that the Board not accept reciprocal applications 

until the changes to the application form can be completed.  The motion was not seconded.     
· The Board discussed the establishment of a committee to develop guidelines for Continuing Professional Competency (CPC).  Mr. Harclerode said the committee will consist of six members to include two Board Members, Mr. Mongan and Dr. Arndt, and four other members from a cross-section of the engineering societies, academia and government.  The committee would meet twice per month, beginning in September, through the end of the year.  Mr. Harclerode said that hopefully a draft of the guidelines could be in place by October for presentation to the public.

Ms. Edwards said that she has drafted a letter to be sent out to the Engineering Societies soliciting volunteers to serve on the committee.

Motion (IX) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried 

to nominate David Mongan as Chairman of the CPC Committee.   

· The Board decided to postpone discussion on possible changes and additions to Section 14-305(d) of the Engineers’ Law until next year.  
· Ms. Edwards said that regarding the Request for Proposals (RFP) for a testing contractor, there was no new information to report.  Mr. Harclerode said that he will perform a technical review of the two remaining vendors and report back to Mr. Hutchins.  He said that there may be a vendor in place for the October 2011 exam, but not for the April 2011 exam. 
CORRESPONDENCE
· The Board reviewed a letter for its information only, from Diane Cho, Chair, State Board of Architects, dated May 19, 2010, to a county Department of Permitting Services, regarding information that came to the attention of the Architect’s Board that officials of the Department of Permitting Services (DPS) of a certain Maryland county have allegedly been involved in the revision of architectural documents previously prepared, sealed and dated by Maryland licensed Architects.  Ms. Cho has invited the county DPS officials to meet and discuss this situation with the Architects’ Board at one of the Board’s monthly meetings.
