EXECUTIVE SESSION


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 10:00 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:40 a.m.

Mr. Farinas reported on the status of complaints discussed by the Complaint Committee at its meeting on October 13, 2011.

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COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT (Cont'd)

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Yee, and unanimously 

carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.


The Complaint Committee reviewed four applications for reinstatement of license and recommends reinstatement for three and requested additional information be obtained for the fourth.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Dr. Arndt, seconded by Mr. Mongan to approve the CPC Provider applications of CE Education, LLC and Continuing Education and Development, Inc (dba CED Engineering), and HalfMoon, LLC and to conditionally approve the application of Civil Training, LLC, pending the receipt of a sample list of courses, a short description of the courses, and which category the courses fall under along with the number of PDH's awarded for each course.  Three e-mails concerning the possible credit potential of seminars and potential providers was reviewed by the committee.  Mr. Mongan suggested that a form letter be constructed to respond to these e-mails and any future correspondence informing the licensee that the Board only approves providers, not courses, and that the burden is on the licensee to determine which courses they will take.  

NEW BUSINESS


Penalties for Exam Infractions


The Board discussed at length guidelines for penalties for exam infractions.  Chairman Harclerode stated that at this time, the Board uses guidelines established by NCEES.  The Board reviewed the Exam Irregularities section of the NCEES Candidate agreement for the October 2011 Exam Administration and the Security and Administrative Procedures Manual issued by NCEES.  Ms. Trust stated that the Board can hold applicants accountable using the "good character and reputation" clause in the law.  The Board members questioned whether a fine can be imposed and if an applicant can be barred from taking the exam for exam infractions.  Ms. Trust asked Ms. Edwards to find out how other states deal with cheating and to report findings to the Board at the next meeting.  The Board asked Ms. Trust should the regulations or the law be changed to accommodate any possible new penalties.  This issue will be discussed further at future meetings.
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Character Reference Forms


The Board reviewed character reference forms from the DC Board and the NJ Board as a model to develop a Character Reference Form for PE Reciprocity and Exam applications.  Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously carried to use the DC form as a model and to adjust the DC form to accommodate non-PE character  references.  

OLD BUSINESS

Discussion of CPC Requirements for Reciprocity


The Board determined that CPC requirements for reciprocity was not feasible.

Discussion of CPC Requirements for Reinstatement


The Board discussed CPC requirements for reinstatement. Dr. Arndt stated that a schedule should be set for CPC requirements for Reinstatement.  The Board asked Ms. Trust to modify the reinstatement guidelines to incorporate CPC requirements. 

Retired Status Update


Ms. Edwards reported that the proposed Regulations for Retired Status fee was published in the October 7th issue of the Maryland Register.  Final action will be taken at the December 2011 Board meeting on this issue.

Reinstatement Guidelines



Motion (VII) was made my Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Mongan to accept the modified reinstatement guidelines.

Residency Requirements


Ms. Trust surveyed a number of states and found that a predominant number of states do not require a candidate to maintain residency in the state in order to be eligible to sit for the exam.  She found that only two states (Idaho and Georgia) have  a residency requirement. Mr. Mongan stated that he finds having a residency requirement discriminatory and sees no reason to change the Board's existing policy. The Board agreed.
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Re-Exam Procedures


Chairman Harclerode stated that the Board will defer a decision on this issue to the future when NCEES sets guidelines and CBT is implemented.  CBT will not allow the Board's current practice of allowing three failures, waiting two years and then repeating this cycle.   Ms. Trust asked should the rules for PE and FE be the same or should the three time rule stay in place for PE's since CBT is in the near future.  Chairman Harclerode mentioned that five times may be the limit that an applicant can take the exam.  Dr. Arndt asked that this issue be kept on the agenda and that a decision must be made between now and June 2012 on changes to Section 14-308.  

Legislative Update



Ms. Trust reported that the Special Fund Bill and Certificate of Authorization Bill are both in the Governor's office.  

CORRESPONDENCE

Appeal of Denied Reciprocity Application


The Board discussed the letter submitted by an applicant appealing the denial of his reciprocity application.  The application was denied because the applicant had not taken the NCEES PE exam as required by Maryland law as of July 1, 1975.  Motion (VIII) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Murphy to uphold the denial of the applicant's reciprocity application. 

Memo from Jerry Carter regarding 2011 NCEES Annual Meeting/CBT


The Board received a memo from Jerry Carter, Executive Director of NCEES regarding the vote taken on exam pricing and CBT for the Board's information.


Letter from Matthew G. Shade Dated October 3, 2011


The Board discussed the letter submitted by Mr. Shade appealing the denial of his Fundamentals of Engineering application.  The Board's initial decision was affirmed because he did not meet the requirements of the Engineering Curriculum Checklist.

OTHER BUSINESS
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Staff Issues


Ms. Edwards reported that the new Investigator will start on November 16, 2011. Chairman Harclerode asked that the investigator come to the December 2011 Board meeting.  Ms. Edwards stated that interviews for the receptionist position may be held in November 2011.  Ms. Edwards feels that the Receptionist position will be filled by the beginning of the new year.  Ms. Edwards reported that she has no more information on the IT position.
