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Healthcare Sector

What is included in the Healthcare Sector?

The Healthcare Sector consists of businesses that provide a variety of healthcare services to individuals, which may include screening, diagnosis, treatment, rehabilitation, and short or long-term inpatient, home, or residential care. Some establishments also provide social or personal assistance to their clients. Healthcare is a “knowledge-based” sector; its component industries share the common process of service delivery by trained professionals with the requisite expertise. Many industries in the sector are defined based on the educational degree held by practitioners. This report groups these industries into the following divisions: 

· Ambulatory Healthcare Services is comprised of establishments that provide outpatient healthcare services of 
      various types to ambulatory patients.  Included are:

· Hospitals include facilities that provide diagnostic and medical treatment to inpatients, which may involve surgery, critical and trauma care, laboratory and imaging services, and rehabilitation, using the expertise of doctors, nurses, and other healthcare personnel.  Some of these services can only be delivered using the specialized facilities and equipment that are an integral part of a hospital’s production process.  Hospitals may supply services for a variety of medical conditions or may specialize in the care of specific diseases or conditions.  Outpatient services may also be provided as a secondary activity.        physicians' offices and community care facilities for the elderly recorded the largest gains.
